Replacing Cartridge

Turn off water supply. -
Remove indicator plug by using 2.5mm allen key loosen screw which is inside the handle and remove the handle
Remove chrome cap by turning it with hand. '

Put new cartridge into the mixer body and make sure the surface of mixer bodyis clean and the legs of new
cartridge allocated in the mating holes in the mixer body.
